Sshortly after tiis Colonel Peter Conover witin a coa-
pany of Fort Utah wmilitia, accompanied by Dimnick B, duntington,
interpreter, were dispatched to Cedar Valley to confer with
Chief Batees and hils bend of ludians. Vhen the Cnief was 1n-
foraed tuat the white wen waunted to live 1n peace wita thelr
red bretihren and was oftered as a togen of Ifriendsalp soue
beeves, he loudly dissentea witi an angry demand 1or '"carabliles,
pooder, and oburrets."

Blackburn, windo wrote under date of April <20, 1854,
that "the city wall 1s progressing, ana all seem willing to
lend & helping hend to bulld 1t; and carry out the instructious
of tie President."29 The work continued periodically for about

The dawn oOf written history in Utah Valley was first
inscribed by KEscalente and Domilnguez. [They found the Timpanogos
Indisns sna gave the river and the laxKxe that name by waich 1t
was KLowll for nearly tihree guarters 01 a century. Of the path-
finding trappers and traders, Jededliaeh o. omliti wzs tne first
to apply tiae name Utah t£0 tne lake and valley while Provot 1s
memoriaslized by the river snd the city. Jdremoat and bridger's
reports of Utai Volley influenced the wOormdu leaders as tuey
sougit e home in tne West. 'The cause 0 gedgrapiiical anowledge

owes alucn o these pre-woriaon trail-olazers,
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lnen came tihe lormon piouneer explorers to Utah Valley
who lmmedlately reallzed 1its glorious Iuture. Freparatioas
were shortly aiade to materlialilize brighaem Young's colonizetion
rlans.

lt was on the first aay of april, 1849, that those
venturesome colonlsts crossed tae Timpanogds xiver, later
known as tihe Yrovo, and witn tnat ingenulty, tarift snd courage
characteristic of that hardy veund OI homebullders, they o0
built lfort Utah whilch ovecaue tne foundation of the modern city
of Provo. There was a year o1 struggle, starvation end lndian
depredations, and & oattle wilta the redauan on the Frovo siver
walclh tested the strengtin of tilils colonlal venture, out 1t
lived.

In 4April, 1850, the second site of tue fort was oullt,
ornly to be threatened by niassacre by a bldodod tThlirsty savage,
Chief Walker, windose rival Chieftsin, Sowlette, called wuls
oluff. The fort survived agalln.

Utah Couuty weas oorn on January 31, 13850; Provo City
was laid out and ezrned its charter february o, 1851, but
Fort Utah still served. 1t was bullt for a protection agalnst
tnhne Indians wnile the colony was 1n 1ts i1ufancy, and 1t served
a5 a nome, & civil aud military neadyuarters and &€ religlous
and soclal nucleus for the new settlement. 1t livea as loug

~s the hostilities of tne lndians necessitated that 1t live.,
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Wwnen rrcvo outgrew the ola 1ort in its owu rigit, tiae
cltadel, serviug as a hewdquarters zud all ariadory I'or the mili-
tie, played a vitel part in protecting tne swaller settlements

from lndiall aepredations. Lrort Utzh, and subsequently FProvo,

was the ourent colony of Utah County and otner new communities
fzrther south.

Fort Utah has been revered 10r generations oy tnose
wio love Western history.
