"Spalding Manuscrapt”" controvevsy which for many vears plagucd helievers
of the RBook of Mormon. Similar 1n the scense that som: are now claiming
that "oseph Smith plagerized Ethan Smith when wraiting the Book of
Mormecii, this problem 1s diffcrent in that thce Solomon Spaldina
controversv raged only while nis manuscript was vnavailable while

the I'than Smitn controvecrsy 1 warmineg as morc .ocoplc hecome aware of

View of the Hebrews.

With this springbocard toward an avenuce of studv 1 returned to
Roy W. Doxey and Richard O. owen, and thesc men through long hours
of counsel and a great deal of patience, directed and guided my
study to 1ts fruition.

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CHAPTER 1

INTRODUCTION

"Let him who 1s without sin cast the first stone." The

executioners of "the adulterous woman," realizing the 1njustice of
putting the sentence of death on one who was no more guilty than
themselves, withdrew and left the woman 1n peace. In this same manner
critics of Joseph Smith, the frontier Mormon prophet, have at times
attempted to end his story by burying 1t with stones. Having claimed
to have seen an angel, Joseph became a target of public raidicule in
1830 i1n Palmyra, New York, when he published i1in his name the Book of
Mormon. Almost from the morning of the publication '"the translator's"
accusers came forth to put an end to the alledged fable which had been
perpetrated upon the world. Attacking without mercy Joseph's character,
family, and background, the critics generally settled on the Book of
Mormon as the key to turning the history of Joseph Smith i1nto myth.
The attacks on the authenticity of the Book of Mormon have
been almost continual since 1t was published. One of the early
theories of the origin of the book was based on the 1dea that Joseph
Smith was too i1gnorant to have written such a book himself. Critics

therefore claimed that the inspiration for this so called great
American myth came from one of Smith's early converts. Sidney Rigdon,
who officially joined the church some months after the publication of
the Book of Mormon, was chosen to be the scapegoat. The story 1s

told that Sidney and the "Mormon Prophet” got togethcr about 1825 and



secretly formed a plan which would bring them fame and prestige.
Joseph, an unlearned man, would publish a book copied from a manu-
script wraitten by Solomon Spalding. Sidney Rigdon would later rejoin
Joseph after the book had heen made public.

Other works have examined the testimonies which spread across
the land concerning the Spalding Manuscript and 1ts connection with
the Book of Mormon. Some affidavits have proclaimed the fraud of
Joseph Smith, while others were ever eager to put up a shield to pro-
tect their beloved prophet. (Since the early 1900's and thce finding

of the Spalding Manuscript, which had little i1in common with the Book

of Mormon, this theory has lost 1ts i1importance.)
In recent years a new and perhaps a morc damaging attack to

the story of the Book of Mormon has come forth. Fawn M. Brodie 1n

1945 published a history of Joseph Smith 1n which she portrayed the

prophet as a highly gifted and talented leader, capable of mastering
Indian legends and transforming them into a crude but intricately
woven manuscript. The authoress, Brodie, claimed the 1nspiration behind
the Prophet Joseph Smith to be a book written by Ethan Smith and

published 1n 1823, seven years prior to the Book of Mormon.

) It may never be proved Joseph saw View of thc
Hebrews before writing the Book of Mormon, but the striking
parallelisms between the two hardly leave a case for mere

coincidence."l

Brigham H. Roberts, a noted Mormon historian, becamc i1nterested

in the parallels between View of the Hebrews and the Book of Mormon

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and during the later ycars of his lifce started a study of this problem.2
He compiled a list of eighteen parallels and made annotations, 1in his
personal copy of View of the Hebrews, concerning questions which arose

in his mind as he read. Fawn Brodie 1in her book No Man Knows My

History,‘}pfé}s that B. H. Roberts' findings have heen censored by

the Mormon church because of "obvious reasons."

Since Fawn Brodie's challenge, Hugh Nibley, a Mormon scholar,
has published a thorough investigation of B. H. Roherts' eighteen

parallels. Doctor Nibley's conclusions might be of interest to those
who propose that View of the Hebrews was the springboard for the Book

of Moxrmon.

"The most obvious reason for not publishing 1t [Roberts'
"Parallels"] would be to any textual critic as 1t was to Elder
Roberts, that the 'careful and impressive list of parallels'
1S quite worthless either to prove or disprove the Book of
Mormon. 4

". . . Ideas shared by Ethan and Joseph Smith were not
original to either of them, but were as common 1n the world
they lived in as the name Smith itself.">

"To establish any connection at all between the books of
the two Smiths 1t 1s absolutely imperative to find something
perfectly unique and peculiar in both of them. Yet there 1is

not one single thing 1n common between View of the Hebrews and
the Book of Mormon that is not also found in the Bible."©

From Roberts' list of parallels, an investigation of a copy

of View of the Hebrews, and Hugh Nibley's articles from the "Improve-

ment Era," the following 1deas become possibilities.

1. Roberts never i1ntended his list of parallels 1n their
preserved state to be published. Although he may have intended to
publish a refined work at some later date.

2. Roberts' "queries" which Mervin B. Hogan talked about 1in
his "A Matter of Chance Versus Coincidence,'" were originally footnotes
1n the margins of Roberts' copy of View of the Hebrews, obviously used
to remind the author of certain points 1in the text.

3. A writer could make a list of hundreds of parallels between
the two books, but may never be able to conclude plagerism.

4. Those facts had i1n common by the View of the Hebrews and
the Book of Mormon were also held by other authors of the period or

could be researched from the Bible.

BOOK OF MORMON BACKGROUND

Joseph Smith was born in Sharon, Windsor County, Vermont, on
the twenty-third of December, 1805. He was one of eight living

children born to his farming parents. The first event of any note 1in

the life of young Joseph was 1n his fifteenth year when he proclaimed

to the world that he had seen and spoken to God and His Son Jesus Christ.
Since the purpose of this paper 1s not to review the 1life of the

Mormon prophet; but only to connect him with the publishing of the

Book of Mormon, his words will be used to explain how this work came

about.



"I continued to pursue my common vocations i1n life until the

twenty~-first of September one thousand eight hundred and twenty-
three . . . after I had retired to my bed for the night, I betook

myself to prayer . . . while I was thus calling upon God, I dis-
covered a light appearing in my room . . . 1mmediately a personage
appeared at my bedside . . . he called me by name, and said unto

me that he was a messenger sent from the presence of God to me
and that his name was Moroni; that God had a work for me to do
. . . He said there was a book deposited, written upon gold plates,
giving an account of the former 1nhabitants of this continent and
the source from whence they sprang. He also said that the fulness
of the everlasting Gospel was contained 1n 1t, as delivered by
the Savior to the ancient 1i1nhabitants; also, that there were two
stones 1in silver bows . . . called the Urim and Thummin . . . and
that God had prepared them for the purpose of translating the book
. Almost 1mmediately after the heavenly messenger had ascended
from me the third time the cock crowed . . . I shortly after arose,
and as usual went to the necessary labors of the day . . . Con-
venient to the village of Manchester, Ontario County, New York,
stands a hill of considerable size . . . on the west side of the

hill, not far from the top, under a stone of considerable size lay
the plates deposited 1n a stone box . . . I made an attempt to take
them out, but was forbidden by the messenger . . . Accordingly as

I had been commanded, I went at the end of cach year, and at each
time I found the same messengexr there . . . At length the time

arrived for obtaining the plates . . . on the twenty-second day
of September, one thousand eight hundred and twenty-seven.”7

Joseph Smith claimed that after receiving the plates and with

the aid of the Urim and Thummim and three scribes; Emma Hale Smith,

his wife; Martin Harris, a friend and benefactor of Joseph; and Oliver
Cowdery, a local school teacher, the translation of the plates was

published in March of 1830.

The Book of Mormon, as the translation came to be known, con-
tained the history of a group of Israelites which fled the city of
Jerusalem i1n 600 B.C. under the leadership of the prophet I.ehi and his
son Nephi. The decendants of Nephi later joined with another group

which had migrated from Jerusalem. The plates also contained the

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history of an earlierxr civilization called the Jaredites. Nephi1i having
been commanded of the Lord to keep a record of his people started a
tradition of record keepers which lasted until the final recorder
buried the compilation of 1,000 year's history in 421 A.D. The
compilation and abridgement of the histories of these three peoples
was later said to have been translated by Joseph Smith and published
as the Book of Mormon.

The Book of Mormon, besides containing the history of these
people, proclaims that the resurrected Christ visited the Nephites
and established His church on the pre-Columbian Americas. The title
prage of the Book of Mormon declared the purpose for the book,

. . - Which 1s to show unto the remnant of the House of
Israel what great things the Lord has done for their fathers;
and that they may know the covenants of the Lord, that they are

not cast off forever--And also to the convincing of the Jcw
and Gentile that Jesus 1s the Christ, the Eternal God, manifesting
himself unto all nations . . . "®

VIEW OF THE HEBREWS BACKGROUND

The 1rony of history often does peculiar things to those
whom it chooses to make immortal 1n men's minds, and so 1t 1s 1in the
cases of Ethan Smith and Joseph Smith. Ethan Smith (December 19, 1762-
August 29, 1849) seemed to have all of the pluses for fame during his
early life. Having graduated from West Point during the same era as
Benedict Arnold's treason, he went on to become a promincnt New England

minister from 1792 to 1826. During these years he also completed and

had published a number of scholarly works which included View of the
Hebrews. Other than the title of the books he has written and the
books themselves, these few words written here compile most of the
history of this man who was so prominent during his lif’etime.9 It
would make an interesting study to compare what was said about the two
Smiths during their lives and what their fame has become since their
deaths.

View of the Hebrews was first published 1n 1823 1in Poultney,

Vermont. The preface to the second edition recorded that because of

the speedy salc and the obtaining of additional evidence an enlarged
and improved edition was published in Poultney, Vermont, in April of
1825. Because the possibility exists that Joseph could have had

access to this edition also, and since 1t was more extensive 1n the

use of the words of Isaiah, 1t will be used rather than the less

complete first edition. Although there was a possibility that Joseph

Smith could have had access to View of the Hebrews prior to publishing

the Book of Mormon, a check of the shelf list of the Manchester library

(1820-1830) showed that they had not catalogued the book.11

A listing of headings of the four chapters in View of the

Hebrews reflected the contents of the manuscript: Chapter one, '"The

destruction of Jerusalem;" Chapter two, '"The present state of the Jews

1lpaul R. Chessman, "View of the Hebrews" (unpublished paper),
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and of Israel; Chapter four, "An address of the prophet Isaiah, relataive
to the restoration of his people.”

Ethan Smith gave a definite reason for having written his
book 1n the conclusions which follow his final chapter.

"l. It becomes us to be deeply affected with the excommuni-
cation of the ancient people of God. The casting out of the
ten tribes for their impious 1dolatries, 1s full of instruction
. They should be excommunicated from the covenant, hurled
from the promised, and abandoned to a state of savage wretch-
edness, for two and a halt millenaries."12

Ethan Smith's first thesis was that the aborigines of the

Americas were descendants from the dispersed ten tribes of the kingdom
of Israel, being banished and abandoned by their God as a form of
punishment for disobedience.

"2. How evident and rich 1s the entail of the covenant
which will recover the two branches of the house of Israel . . ."13

The author's second contention was that the Lord had committed
himself to the eventual recovery of Israel and Judah to the promised
land (Jexrusalem).

"3. On reading the prophetic scriptures relative to the

restoration of the Hebrews, and the calls of Heaven to aid 1in

the event . . . The first object no doubt, must be, to christianize
them."14

The obligation of the Christian world, Ethan Smith asserted,
was to convert the Indians 1n preparation for the day when the Lord

would return them to the promised land.

"4, Viewing the aborigines of America as the outcast tribes
of Israel; an interesting view 1s given of some prophetic passages
which appear nearly connected with their restoration. 1>

Here the author used scriptures to attest to the fact that

the Lord had been explicit in outlining the events which would prepare

Israel to be restored.

"S. If 1t be a fact that the native Americans are the
tribes of Israel, new evidence 1s hence furnished of the

divinity of our Holy Scriptures . . . 16

Ethan Smith contended that the evidence of Hebrew laws and
culture i1n the makeup of these outcasts from God's word was proof
of the divinity of the Bible.

"6. The people addressed by the prophet Isaiah, (be they
America, or Britain, or who they may,) are highly honored of
God. They are a 'Land shadowing with wings.'”l7

The view here was that the imagery given by the shapce of the

north and south American continents was the fulfillment of Isaiah's

prophecy. Therefore, placing the obligation for the work of gathering

Israel, upon the inhabitants of the Americas and those who came from

a common background of Christian belaef.

"7. May the people addressed by the prophet Isaiah, awake
to a diligent performance of the duty assigned them."lS

From the title page of the Book of Mormon and the words of

Ethan Smith's summary 1t might be postulated that both authors

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seemed to have had as a primary purpose of writing, the creation of
a missionary tool, to be used for the converting of the aborigines of
the House of Israel. The books seemed to differ, however, 1n their
method of conversion. View of the Hebrews made a call for the
Christians to go forth and convert the savages; while the Rook of Mormon
was to be 1ts own tool of converting the fallen descendants of a chosen

people.

literary reservolr frequently ran dry. When this happened
he simply arranged for his Nephite prophets to quote from the
Bible. Thus about twenty-five thousand words in the Book

of Mormon consisted of passages from the 0ld Testament -
chiefly those chapters from Isaiah mentioned 1n Ethan Smith's

View of the Hebrews."l

" . 1n writing the early portion of the book his

In thesc words Fawn Brodie asserted that Joseph Smith may

have looked at Ethan imith's View of the¢ Hebrews prior to complcting

the Book of Mormon. She further stated ". . . both [Joseph Smith

and Ethan Smith] quoted copiously and almost exclusively from Isaiah.

Even a casual reading ot the two works would make the reader

aware of the fact that Isaiah was a source of reference for both

writers. Therefore, 1t becomes i1mperative that Mrs. Brodie's charges

be answered concerning the ITsaiah passages.

The purpose of this chapter will be to 1nvestigate the Isaiah

problem in these ways: First, what verses were exclusive to the Book

of Mormon or the View of the Hebrews. Second, what word changes 1if

any were made by the authors from the Isaiah text and 1f changes were

made, were they made by both (punctuation changes are too frecuent to

lpawn M. Brodie, No Man Knows My History (New York: Al fred A.

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compare). Third, what verses were quoted in both books. Fourth, how
the passages were interpreted by both authors. A careful study of

these characteristics of the Isaiah problem should either substantiate
or repudiate the charges made by Fawn Brodie and Mervin B. Hogan, who

have contended that Joseph Smith made a mistake when he followed
Ethan Smith's example too closely i1n using Isaiah in the Book of
Mormon.

One of the problems of comparing the Isaiah passages of the
two books and more especially the changes which might have been made

by the authors was, did both men use the same version of the Bible
in complling the Isaiah passages?

Ethan Smith never stated 1in View of the Hebrews that he was
quoting from the King James Version. However, 1n those verses used
by Ethan Smith where he quoted directly from Isaiah, the text was
word for word as 1t appears i1n the King James Version. Although other
translatio;s of the English Bible existed i1n the days of Ethan Smith,
such as Haydock's 1811-1814, Coyne's 1811, Syers' 1813, and Wogan's
in 1814,3 there 1s no indication given by Ethan Smith that he departed
from the more accepted King James Version. His life style of writing
seemed to i1ndicate to the contrary, that he indeed was in the habit
of using the King James Version as a reference. The book, A Key to

the Figurative Language Found 1n the Sacred Scriptures, written by

Ethan Smith and published 1n 1814 must have used the King James Version

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of the Bible. Examples of how he quoted directly from this work can

be found on almost every page. From page 47 alone there were quotes
from Matthew 11:12, I Corinthians 9:26, I Corinthians 16:13, Judges 5:23

and i1n none of these quotes can there be found any deviation from the

King James cranslation. The feeling of Ethan Smith toward the King

James Version of the Bible might be summed up by his closing comment
in A Key to the Figurative Language Found in the Sacred Scriptures.

"The language of the Bible 1s precisely such, as must have
been expected i1n a book written by inspiration . . . the gift,
and the whole execution of this sacred book, are i1ndeed such as
to be worthy of the infinite Giver.'>

From Joseph Smith's history can be found incidents of his
having used the King James Version. In discussing the events which
immediately preceded the First Vision i1n which he claimed to have
seen the Father and the Son, he related:

"1l. While I was laboring under the extreme difficulties

caused by the contests of these parties of religionists, I
was one day reading the Epistle of James, first chapter and
fifth verse, which reads: 1f any of you lack wisdom, let him
ask of God, that giveth to all men liberally, and upbraideth
not, and 1t shall be given him."©

The verse here quoted by Joseph Smith 1s word for word as it

appears 1in the King James translation. During his later life as he

attempted to make a revision of the English Bible, which would have

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corrected the Bible to be more 1n line with what Joseph thought to be

the revealed truth, he was correcting the King James Version.7

Thus, both men had a history of using the King James Version
of the Bible and since there was nothing said i1n these books by either
man to 1ndicate that they had used some other translation while writing
View of the Hebrews and the Book of Mormon, 1t might well be assumed
that the King James translation was a common source for both men.
Therefore, the Harmony of the Isaiah passages from the Book of Mormon,
1830 edition (verses and chapters are from 1963 edition), and View of

the Hebrews, 1825 edition, was made with the Isaiah verses from the

King James Version of the Bible.
