Program Notes

The Sophie Archive 15 a digital hibrary containing works by German female authors, art-
ists, and composers. The text portion of the archive contains approximately 600 titles by
German-language women writing between 1450 and 1922, These texts —which have pre-
viously been out of print and ditficult to access —include a broad spectrum of genres, in-
cluding novels, stories, dramas, autobiographies. letters, travel journals, poetry. and colo-
nial writings, The archive is sponsored by the Coalition of Women in German with funding
from Brigham Young University's College of Humanities, Department of Germanic and
Slavie Languages, ORCA, and Women's Research Institute.

Early in 2002 Ruth Christensen of the School of Music was introduced to the Sophie
Digital Archive by Michelle Stott James and Robert McFarland of the Department of
Germanic and Slavie Languages. Together they mitiated an interdisciplinary research and
performance project for the students of these academic areas. During the summer of 2002
five students participated with Mr. McFarland in BY U s Study Abroad program in Vienna.
They also traveled (o Frankfurt to the Frau und Musik Internationaler Arbeitskreis archive,
where they retrieved several musical scores by German female composers, The first annual
“Sophie’s Daughters™ recital, held in October 2002, was the result of these score acquisi-
tions. Since that time, Ms. Christensen again traveled to the archive in Frankfurt with
two BYU graduates, retrieving a sizeable collection of the songs of Luise Greger, some
of which were pertormed at the second annual “Sophie’s Daughters™ concert in 2003. In
2004 Ms. Christensen worked with BY U students Shane Peterson and Carolyn Dehdari
in acquiring music by Viennese fin-de-siecle female composers, performed last Fall. This
evening s performance arises largely from works collected in 2002, as well as some works
located by cellist Julie Bevan, and several scores available here at BYLL
